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Welcome to our 14th Lions Festive Walk.

Today there is a choice of 3 distances. All are signposted and start by taking the path up past
Baddesley Church. After passing the Case is Altered (2.5 miles) you have to decide whether to take
the short 4.5 miles RED walk back or carry on for the longer GREEN & BLUE walks. After another 2.5
miles you reach the Tom o’ the Wood (recently reopened) when you decide whether you want to go
for the 10.5 miles BLUE or return on the 7 mile GREEN & RED walk.
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There are more detailed instructions overleaf if you need them.

All walkers are reminded to take care on the lanes, where traffic can suddenly appear.

All the walks have a part which is on footpaths that cross fields so may not be suitable for pushchairs.
Please speak to a Lion and he will be able to advise you of a route keeping to the lanes.

Enjoy the walk and good luck with your fundraising. When you return remember to join us for Mulled
Wine and Mince Pies and collect your certificate of achievement.
