Welcome to the 8th LIONS Summer Stroll/Walk the Extra Mile in aid of 
Diabetes UK and local LIONS causes. 
 
 
WALK 1 - (2 Miles) RED 
Opposite the front of Packwood House is the path leading up the steps to the horse chestnut avenue.  Follow 
the path to the end of the avenue then turn right to walk along Chessetts Wood Road until you reach the 
crossroads by the Punchbowl Pub.  Turn right and walk along the road until you reach the entrance to 
Packwood Lane on your right.  Turn right and walk along the lane until you arrive back at Packwood House. 
 
WALK 2 - (5 Miles) RED GREEN RED 
Opposite the front of Packwood House is the path leading up the steps to the horse chestnut avenue.  Follow 
the path to the end of the avenue then turn right to walk along Chessetts Wood Road until you reach the 
crossroads by the Punchbowl Pub.  Turn left and walk along the road (over the railway bridge) until you 
reach the bridge over the Grand Union canal.  Turn right onto the towpath and continue alongside the canal 
until you reach the road bridge at Lapworth.  Go under this bridge and continue to the next bridge (number 
37) which spans a smaller interlinking canal at its junction with the Grand Union.  Cross this bridge and turn 
right along the interlinking canal to the Kingswood Junction.  Turn right on the Stratford canal and go under 
bridge 35 to reach the flight of locks at Lapworth.  Continue along the towpath (which switches side several 
times) until you reach bridge 29 immediately after which you leave the canal.  Cross the Old Warwick Road 
(warning: fast traffic on this road) and go down Grove Lane opposite until you reach a kissing gate on the 
right immediately after Dower House.  Follow the marker posts across the field keeping a clump of Pine trees 
to your left until you reach another kissing gate.  Go through this gate and follow the path around the edge of 
the field until you reach another gate on your left.  Go through this gate and the next gate and ahead of you 
is a bungalow with a large pond to the left.  Pass to the left of the bungalow and follow the left hand edge of 
the lawn to reach another gate which brings you on to Packwood Lane.  Turn left and walk along the lane 
until you arrive back at Packwood House. 
 
WALK 3 – (8 Miles) RED GREEN BLUE GREEN RED 
Opposite the front of Packwood House is the path leading up the steps to the horse chestnut avenue.  Follow 
the path to the end of the avenue then turn right to walk along Chessetts Wood Road until you reach the 
crossroads by the Punchbowl Pub.  Turn left and walk along the road (over the railway and the Grand Union 
canal) until you reach the entrance to Baddesley Clinton on your right.  Proceed along the drive towards 
Baddesley Clinton House and follow the left hand spur in the road to go past the car park.  Turn left to follow 
the path to the Parish Church.  Passing the church walk through the churchyard to a gate on the far side, 
veer left to a second gate where you turn right to walk down a narrow footpath at the side of a field.  
Continue along this footpath as signed until you come to a farm (Lyons Farm) and keeping to the left of a 
large hay barn you arrive at a road.  Turn right onto the road and continue past Rowington Cricket Club on 
the left until you reach the crossroads with the Old Warwick Road.  Cross over (warning fast traffic on this 
road) into Finwood Road and continue until you reach the Tom O’ The Wood pub.  Passing the pub, walk 
over the Grand Union canal and turn right into Dick’s Lane.  Follow this lane under a railway bridge to its 
termination at the Stratford-on-Avon canal where you turn right onto the towpath.  Continue along the 
towpath until you reach the Kingswood Basin and the junction with the Grand Union canal.  Follow the path 
to the right, past the toilet block (not for public use) to the connecting canal.  Turn left, follow the Kings 
Norton sign and go under bridge 35 to reach the flight of locks.  Continue along the towpath (which switches 
side several times) until you reach bridge 29 immediately after which you leave the canal.  Cross the Old 
Warwick Road (warning: fast traffic on this road) and go down Grove Lane opposite until you reach a kissing 
gate on the right immediately after Dower House.  Follow the marker posts across the field keeping a clump 
of Pine trees to your left until you reach another kissing gate.  Go through this gate and follow the path 
around the edge of the field until you reach another gate on your left.  Go through this gate and the next gate 
and ahead of you is a bungalow with a large pond to the left.  Pass to the left of the bungalow and follow the 
left hand edge of the lawn to reach another gate which brings you on to Packwood Lane.  Turn left and walk 
along the lane until you arrive back at Packwood House.
